Japan looked to Confucianism whose foundational connections to exceptionalism were perhaps stronger than any analogous
tradition in the West Despite the fact that exceptionalism and nativism occupy distinct positions within the historiographical
traditions of both the United States and Japan they also intersect and overlap in the latter case which strongly suggests that
this situation may also be true in other places including the United States   A Place Like No Other Anthony R. E.
